COMMUNICATIONS AND PETITIONS:

 OLD BUSINESS:

ELIGIBILITY POLICY:

Superintendent Sturm handed out the Eligibility Rules Policy and the comments the teachers made about the policy. The board discussed the policy again and it was tabled until the January meeting. 

NEW BUSINESS

HIGH SCHOOL GIRLS BASKETBALL COACHING:

Superintendent Sturm reported that Mauri Elness and Marietta Boyce would like to be co-head coaches for the High School Girls basketball season. Mauri has already been contracted as the head coach. Superintendent Sturm said Elness’s contract would be amended to co-head coach. The head coaching stipend and the assistant coaching stipend will be added together and divided equally between the two coaches. Pat moved to hire Mauri Elness and Marietta Boyce as co-head coaches for the High School Girls basketball. Bob seconded and they all voted aye.  

SUPERINTENDENT EVALUATION PACKET:

Superintendent Sturm asked that evaluations be handed in before the next meeting so Clerk Econom can compile all of the evaluations into one. 

DISTRICT HOUSING:

Superintendent Sturm talked about the need for housing when hiring new teachers.  The board discussed some possibilities. They would like to talk to Gordon further about Norm Asbjourson’s house plans. Superintendent Sturm will look further into some options.

CERTIFIED TEACHER NEGOTIATIONS:

Gordon Wichman and Bob Bold will be the negotiators for the certified negotiations.

ITV:

Superintendent Sturm discussed with the board the I.T.V. system. He reported the Havre School would like to be the school in charge of classes and hiring of teachers. The classes offered will not compete with other classes during the day. AP courses and Credit recovery classes will be offered. He reported E-rate would step in and pay for some of the expenses. Instruction pay will be around $400.00 per student/per semester. Splitting cost with other schools per enrollment is another option. The staff does not want it to interfere with their classes now. The college classes will be noted on a transcript but not included in the G.P.A. This will also be available foe teachers and community members to take college classes too. 

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:

*Superintendent Sturm reported that currently there is no curriculum for teachers to follow. He is looking into two consortiums, they are Small school Alliance and Golden Triangle. He recommends being apart of a curriculum consortium. It is very beneficial for new teachers to have a curriculum guide. All of the teachers were in favor of pursuing one of them.
