 OLD BUSINESS:

ELIGIBILITY POLICY:

Gordon moved to accept the third reading of the eligibility Policy with the edition of B.P.A., F.F.A., and Pep band being included in the policy. Laurie seconded and they all voted aye.

NEW BUSINESS

EXECUTIVE SESSION - SUPERINTENDENT EVALUATION:

The meeting was closed at 7:37 by MCA 2-3-203.

 Presiding officer Mike Schmitt reopened the meeting at 8:02.

SUPERINTENDENT CONTRACT:

Gordon moved to hire Dustin Sturm on a three-year contract with details to be ironed out at a later date. Bob seconded and they all voted aye. 

STUDENT WORK STUDY:

The board discussed work-study option for students during school. Currently students that have I.E.P.’s are given this opportunity. The board decided to only offer it to students with I.E.P.’s as it is now.

M.H.S.A PROPOSALS:

Superintendent Sturm reported to the board the proposals that will affect the Class C schools.

AMENDING CONTRACTS PER MINIMUM WAGE INCREASE:

Gordon moved to amend Cheryl Krieger and Amanda Jones contract to $6.90 an hour and also raise the substitute kitchen help to $6.90. Robert seconded and they all voted aye. 

TRACK COACH:

Superintendent Sturm talked about the option of co-oping the Roy track team with Winifred’s. The board decided to post the position and table the co-op at this time.

DRAMA COACH:

Jamie Wickens told the board she is not interested in the drama position this year. She would like to see a date picked for the play because the April calendar is filling up. She also said they should put up a sign-up sheet and starting looking at plays. The position has a $574.00 stipend. The board chose the date April 25. The board then decided to post the position and let Superintendent Sturm do the hiring.

DRIVER EDS:

Superintendent Sturm reported that currently there are five students in the Winifred School that would like to take Drivers Ed and there are two students that do not go to school at Winifred that are interested. Superintendent Sturm is interested in teaching the class. He would have class on the days he is in Winifred. Currently the students that attend the Winifred School pay $60.00 to take the class. Gordon moved to have the Winifred students pay the $60.00 and the non-Winifred students pay $150.00 because we do not receive A&B money for them and hire Superintendent Dustin Sturm at $18.50 a hour as the teacher. Robert seconded and they all voted aye.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:

*Superintendent Sturm reported that M.H.S.A. would like the Class C State Tournament to be a 12-man team tournament for the 2010 year. Superintendent Sturm is in favor of this.

* Superintendent Sturm reported that fundraisers outside of the school would like to sell tickets at ball games. The board was not in favor of this proposal.

*He reported that the outside front doors need replaced. The board was in favor of replacing the doors.

*He discussed the 10-day absence policy.

*He discussed the possibility of purchasing a four-wheel drive bus for the salt creek route. Currently there are many hills and when they become slick they are near to almost impossible to climb.

*Mike Schmitt and Pat Slivka are up for election.

*He reported he is looking into the Golden Triangle Curriculum,

*Northwest Valuation appraisal was 5.5 million. The school is being insured for 4.6 million. Superintendent Sturm has called Western States and they have insured the school for the full 5.5 million. This will make the premiums July 1, 2009 cost around $400.00 more.

*The proposal for Infinite campus should be here within the month.

FINAL COMMENTS AND REPORTS:

The football and Volleyball co-op meeting will be scheduled soon. Superintendent Sturm would like to see all board members come to the meeting.
