Minutes
March 9, 2010
Town Council Meeting 
7:30 p.m. at Community Center
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on March 9, 2010.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Council Person Steve Ehlert, Council Person Shirley Benes, Council Person Travis Willson, Council Person Terry Econom and Town Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present.  Guests at the meeting were, Nick Econom, Mitch Behnke, Chris Behnke, and Beth Bergum.
Minutes from the February 8, 2009 meeting was read.  Travis Willson moved to approve the minutes and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented. Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 
Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Shirley Benes moved to accept the monthly reports and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  

The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $78.11
 in interest.  The November average investment rate was .278%.  Our total investment amount is $379179.47. 

The issue of completing Campbell Street east to the edge of the hill was discussed.  The lots to the North East corner of Campbell Street and 2nd Street will be developed and a house will be constructed in that location.  Campbell Street should be completed so the house will have street access.  Shirley Benes made a motion to complete construction of Campbell Street as long as culverts are put in the intersections to help with runoff.  Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  
 Water for Great Plains Exploration was discussed.  Kristin received the paper work from Kris Birdwell for the annexation of Great Plains property into Winifred City limits for the council to review.  Mayor Neil Rich explained to Nick Econom that because their property bordered  Rose Creek Road and that Rose Creek would need to be annexed in to town the annexation would need his, Ann Econom, and Eileen Economs  signatures on the petition for annexation.  With out their agreement to the petition Great Plains Exploration would not be annexed into town.  Nick Econom asked the Mayor how this annexation would affect him in any way.  Neil Rich said that Nick would not be affected.  Nick also asked why there was a need for the annexation Neil told him that Great Plains Exploration would like to hook up to the Town of Winifred’s water supply and that the City Attorney suggested that we annex them into Town to hook up to the water supply.  Nick asked Mitch Behnke with Great Plains what they would be using the water for and if it would be used to wash their vehicles. Mitch replied that the Town’s water would be used to operate their restroom facilities and for drinking water.  The water they will use for washing their equipment would come from their 2400 gallon cisterns of rain water and that they would be hauling water with their water trucks from areas like Dog Creek.  Mitch also mentioned that there will be a one gallon per minute restrictor on their water and they would have a 200 gallon holding tank for the Municipal water.  Steve suggested that they consider a 1000 gallon holding tank for the municipal water.  Steve stated that in the event of a fire at their shop the Winifred Fire Department would need more adequate water, and since their rain collecting cisterns may not be able to supply the necessary amount of water during drier times of the year.  Nick Econom agreed to sign the annexation for the Great Plains Exploration property.  Resolution #1-2010 providing for the annexation by petition of an addition to the town of Winifred was presented to the council.  After review Shirley Benes made a motion to accept Resolution #1-2010.  Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
The letters of interest for the Community Center / City Hall cleaning position were presented to the council.  After review of the letters of interest Travis Willson made a motion to hire Kay Rich for the position.  Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  

The Following New business was discussed: 

Shirley Benes brought to the council’s attention that it would be a good time to start advertising for the summer grounds keeping positions and also begin advertising for the Pool Manager position.  Becky Willson held the Pool Manager position in the past and has resigned.  She will continue teaching swim lessons.  Kristin Carlstrom will advertise the positions.
Kristin Carlstrom mentioned that Joe Murphy with Big Sky Civil and Environmental contacted her today and wondered if the council had a preference on the color of the shed that will house the flow monitor by the lagoon. The council agreed that it should be a color that blended with the surrounding.  

Steve Ehlert brought to the councils attention that 2nd street South needed some pot hole repairs and work done.  The area by the pool is in very poor shape.  Neil Rich will talk with Larry Arthur about repairing the street.  

Kristin Carlstrom received notice of the annual clerk school in Billings in May and requested to attend again this year.  Council agreed that she would be able to attend.  


There being no further new business and no further citizen comment, Terry Econom moved to adjourn the regular meeting and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The regular meeting adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
