Minutes
June 9, 2009
Town Council Meeting

7:00 p.m. at Community Center
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on June 9, 2009.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Council Person Steve Ehlert, Council Person Shirley Benes, Council Person Travis Willson, Council Person Terry Econom, and Town Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present. Conny Carlstrom was present as a guest. 
Minutes from the May 12, 2009 meeting was read Terry Econom moved to approve the minutes and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented. Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Travis Willson moved to accept the monthly reports and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  

The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $223.24
 in interest.  The May average investment rate was .859%.  Our total investment amount is $321,278.39

The Audit for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 has been completed.  There was one finding that the general fund went over budget.  The council discussed the finding and has become more realistic in their future budgeting figures and planning and the recommendation of not overspending the General Fund’s Budget has been adopted. 
The street repairs on 6th street were discussed.  Neil spoke with Larry Arthur and he will begin work on 6th street to repair the pot holes and replace some gravel.  
The sewer project was discussed.  The SRF program sent a notice of Publication of Categorical Exclusion that is required to be posted in town for the progress of the sewer rehabilitation project.  Kristin posted the Notices June 9th.   
The rural fire departments mutual aid with the City of Winifred’s Fire Department was discussed.  A mutual Aid agreement is not required at this time.  Travis Willson moved to terminate the Pursuance of a Mutual Aide agreement. Steve Ehlert seconded the motion. Motion Passed. 

The library board requested the Council’s approval of re-assigning Sarah Leonard as Library Board trustee.  Travis Willson moved to accept the Library’s request. Steve Ehlert seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

The new project of the sidewalks on Main Street was discussed by the Council.  Neil is waiting for a phone call from Norman Asbjornson as to details on the project so the Council knows how to proceed.  
Kristin Carlstrom searched pricing on Highchairs and a Baby changing station for in the community center.  The council agreed to order 2 highchairs and one changing station.  Travis will look for two mirrors for the ladies restroom while in Billings. 
Kristin Carlstrom will be beginning work on the fiscal year 2009-2010 Budget soon and requested the council to let her know if they know of any upcoming expenses to be added to the budget.  Also Kristin presented a Resolution to amend the Asbjornson Trust Fund FY08-09 budget.  The Fund over spent its budget this year with unforeseen projects. Mayor Neil Rich signed the resolution. 

The Town of Winifred was awarded a stimulus package grant from HB645 in the amount of $9,561.  The council decided that the monies would be used towards the sewer project. 
The contract with the City Attorney expired.  The council agreed to retain Kris Birdwell again for the City attorney.  A new Resolution was signed to retain the City Attorney.


There being no further new business, Terry Econom moved to adjourn the meeting and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The Meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
