Minutes
August 18, 2009
Town Council Meeting

7:30 p.m. at Community Center
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on August 18, 2009.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Council Person Steve Ehlert, Council Person Shirley Benes, Council Person Travis Willson, Council Person Terry Econom, and Town Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present Ralph Rogers was present as a guest. 
Minutes from the July 21, 2009 meeting was read.  Shirley Benes moved to approve the minutes and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented. Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Steve Ehlert moved to accept the monthly reports and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  

The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $155.96
 in interest.  The May average investment rate was .6626%.  Our total investment amount is $291615.35.  

The status of the sewer project was discussed.  There will be a pre-bid on Thursday August 20th at 1:00 in the Community center.  The Bid opening is scheduled for August 28th at 3:00 in Great Falls at the office of Big Sky Civil.  The Resolution of intent to increase the sewer rates was signed at a special meeting on August 14th at noon.  A public hearing on the rate increase and sewer project will be held at the next meeting on September 8th.  The signed Mosley addition easements were received by Kris Birdwell the Town Attorney and they were recorded with the county.  Kris Birdwell also completed the sight title opinion for the town on August 13th. 
The bids reviewed by the council for the Main Street sidewalks were reviewed.  Terry Econom made a motion to accept Frank Carr’s bid for the job.  Travis Willson Seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 
Ralph Rogers was present at the meeting to discuss the Airport.  At the time the airport fueling station was set up the Town of Winifred was told they were to receive half of the profits from the sale of the airport fuel.  Due to the fluctuating price of fuel this will not be possible.  The airports budget was also discussed.  

The first reading of the Water/Sewer late fee and disconnect reconnect fee ordinance was accepted the second and final reading will happen at the September 8th council meeting.   
The Following New business was discussed: 

After the last big rainstorm it was brought to Kristin’s attention that the downstairs had flooded.  The downspout at the outside of the community center downstairs drains so the water runs back into the building and has no where else to go.  Kristin will contact Seamless Gutter in Lewistown to have him come out and see if there is something else that can be done to reduce the flooding potential.  

There being no further new business and no citizen comment, Shirley Benes moved to adjourn the meeting and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The Meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
