Minutes
September 8, 2009
Town Council Meeting / Public Meeting
7:00 p.m. at Community Center
The regular meeting and Public Meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on September 8, 2009.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Council Person Steve Ehlert, Council Person Shirley Benes, Council Person Travis Willson, Council Person Terry Econom, and Town Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present Joe Murphy and Dan Richardson of Big Sky Civil and Environmental were present as guests. 
At the start of the public meeting no Citizens were present for comment; Mayor Neil Rich started the Council Meeting discussions until citizens were present.  No citizens were present at the close of the council meeting.  Steve Ehlert made a motion to close the public hearing.  Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  The public hearing was closed at 8:24 p.m.
Minutes from the July 21, 2009, August 14, 2009 and August 18, 2009 meetings were read.  Travis Willson moved to approve the minutes and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented. Travis Willson moved to pay the bills and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Travis Willson moved to accept the monthly reports and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  

The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $98.20
 in interest.  The August average investment rate was.417%.  Our total investment amount is $291713.55.  

The final reading of the Resolution of Notice to increase the sewer rates was read.  No citizens were available for comment.  All council members were in favor of the final reading of the Resolution.  No council members voted against the resolution.  Steve Ehlert made a motion to accept Resolution 9-2009.  Shirley Benes Seconded the motion.  
Resolution 9-2009 passed and was signed by Mayor Neil Rich.
The sewer project was discussed.  Big Sky Civil and Environmental held a bid opening on August 28th 2009.  Three bids were reviewed and Big Sky made a recommendation of award to Williams Civil Division Inc. from Bozeman with the lowest bid of $781945.40
Steve Ehlert made a motion to sign the letter of award.  Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Joe Murphy also mentioned to the council that all three bids came in well below the Engineers budgeted price.  He suggested to the council that they consider adding one more line at the south end of town the rehabilitation project, since the bids came in low and there was some grant monies that would still be available.   Travis Willson made a motion to add the additional line to the project for rehabilitation.  Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Joe Murphy also needed the council to give Mayor Neil Rich authority to accept and sign the bid award and construction agreement prior to the pre-construction meeting that is set for September 15th at 1:00 p.m.

Travis Willson made a motion to give Mayor Neil Rich the Authority to accept and sign the documents.  Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  

The final reading of the Water Sewer Late Fee Ordinance occurred.  The Ordinance will go into affect October 1st 2009 after acceptance.  Travis Willson made a motion to accept the Late Fee Ordinance 62.  Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  

The Following New business was discussed: 

The grant agency TSEP needs a Budgetary Authority Resolution signed as a final document.  After completion of the resolution the Town of Winifred will be able to begin drawing funds for payment on the Sewer project.  Steve Ehlert made a motion to sign Resolution 8-2009.  Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion Passed. 
The second phase of the sidewalk project was discussed.  Mayor Neil Rich suggested that to complete phase 1 the contractor add replacing the sidewalk in from of the Trails Inn also and the truncated domes will be added to this phase for the completion of the sidewalk ramps.  Mayor Neil Rich will talk with the contractor about the additions to the project.  The permits have been requested for the next phase of the project.  

Kristin told the council that the Town Pool will be required by the health department to have an emergency phone installed prior to opening the pool for next season.  Shirley Benes noted that she is putting in an application with the Endowment for a grant to help with the expenses.  Triangle telephone gave the Town of Winifred a bid of $1516.38.     


There being no further new business and no citizen comment, Terry Econom moved to adjourn the regular meeting and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The regular meeting adjourned at 8:22 p.m.  Steve Ehlert made a motion to adjourn the public meeting.  Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Public meeting adjourned at 8:24
