
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on October 14, 2008.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Councilpersons Shirley Benes, Steve Ehlert, Travis Willson, Terry Econom and Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present.   Also present for citizen comments were, Lester Slivka, Brian Benzing, Larry Udelhoven, Kenny Nagel, Jack Carlstrom, and Wendy Lininger.  
Minutes from the September 11, 2008 meeting was read.  Travis Willson moved to approve the minutes and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented.  Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Steve Ehlert moved to accept the monthly reports and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  
The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $576.16 in interest.  The August average investment rate was 2.52%.  Our total investment amount is $285,242.78.  The remaining 3,000 AAON shares have a receipt value of $59,790.  AAon stock value as of October 14, 2008 was $16.56

Tom Abbey with Stronghold has submitted an estimate for the second coat on the remaining portion of the community hall floor of $8966.00.  Kristin will contact him to set a date for completion.  

Well House/ Water Tower Fence tabled until further research is completed. 


Lester Slivka and Brian Benzing were present to discuss updating the Mutual Aid Agreement between the Rural Fire Department and The Town of Winifred Fire Department.  The RFD and the WFD will work on updating changes at their meeting and then bring there information together to complete a final draft. 

The City proposed to reimburse the Rural Fire Department on half of the bill on the City Fire Truck   Steve Ehlert moved to accept the proposal and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passes without dispute. 

The repairs from the hail storm of 2007 have begun.

Kristin spoke with Kim at the Montana Department of Administration regarding The Rural Fire Department Relief Association, regarding dissolving the account.  They are working with the state auditor’s office to try and come up with a resolution for this matter.  Kim stated it is a long slow process and will be in touch with Kristin when a resolution is found.

The following new business was discussed:


Kristin brought up a note Twila had left regarding contacting Fergus County Commissioners about CTEP funding for the sidewalks.  She will contact Snowy Mountain Development Corporation about any funding available.

The curb and gutter project is on holding pending Engineering contracts and involvement.

The TSEP contract expires in December and Kristin will contact the engineers about a contract extension.


Wendy Lininger attended the Meeting to suggest a rental “handbook” for the community hall and renters responsibilities and proper clean up and use.  Shirley and Kristin will get together and put together some directions and rules on the Hall rental.


Kristin spoke with Wes regarding the hand rails in the hall bathrooms and he will need to build brackets for the safety rails to attach to the wall for support.  Wes has that on his list to be completed. 


Jack Carlstrom, Kenny Nagel, and Larry Udelhoven were present to discuss the alley behind the Catholic / Methodist church and the utility/ drainage easement on the lots behind the Church.  The Alley is not a issue at this time.  Jack and Kenny would like to see the easement moved on the South West lot so that it is not running through the middle of the lot.  City council felt there would be no issue with this taking place and Larry Udelhoven said he would have it taken care of. 


The sale of the Cities Railroad Land has been tabled until further negotiations.


The Flag Pole outside of the Community Hall was reportedly having a problem when raising the flag back in the full staff position.  Kristin will have someone take a look at it and have the appropriate repairs completed. 

There being no further new business, Shirley Benes moved to adjourn the meeting and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 10:45p.m.
