
Town of Winifred, Incorporated

Minutes
November 10, 2009
Town Council Meeting 
7:30 p.m. at Community Center
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on November 10, 2009.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Council Person Steve Ehlert, Council Person Shirley Benes, Council Person Travis Willson, and Town Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present.  Council Person Terry Econom was absent.  Joe Murphy and Dan Richardson of Big Sky Civil and Environmental, Darryl Knight with Great Plains were present as guests. 
Minutes from the October 13, 2009 meeting were read.  Shirley Benes moved to approve the minutes and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented. Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Shirley Benes moved to accept the monthly reports and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  

The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $59.15
 in interest.  The September average investment rate was.319%.  Our total investment amount is $228833.07. Kristin Carlstrom transferred $150,000.00 into the STIP account bringing the balance to $378833.07.   

Joe Murphy and Dan Richardson with Big Sky Civil and Environmental discussed the progress of the Sewer project.  At this time the man hole replacement is complete on the North side of town and a line on the south side of town.  Also 3 sections of the cured in place piping has been completed.  Joe presented the council the second Pay request from the contractors for $141765.18.  Steve Ehlert made a motion to pay the contractors invoice.  Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 
The progress of the Main Street Sidewalk project was discussed.  Kristin received the easement papers from the state for phase three of the sidewalk project.  She will speak with the contractor to let him know that they can proceed with phase three.  
Darryl Knight was present representing Great Plains Exploration Gas Company.  He wanted to discuss with the council to possibility of Great Plains obtaining city water at their new shop.  Darryl said if they are able to obtain city water their plan is to install a 1500 holding tank for the potable water and its use would be strictly for a restroom and sink in the shop area.  They would also install a 1500 gallon holding tank for the rain water off of the roof for washing their trucks and anything else.  Steve Ehlert suggested that they also install a restrictor that limits their 1500 gallon tank to one gallon per minute refill.  Darryl agreed to that suggestion.  Shirley Benes suggested that a legal agreement between the city and Great Plains Exploration stating that the Town of Winifred will own the curb stop and will have access to the curb stop in the event the water needs to be shut off for what ever reason.  That Great Plains will be responsible for all hook up expenses and also be required to pay the hook up fee of $250 to the Town of Winifred,  That there will be no additional hookups on that line,  that the water will be used strictly for washroom use, and that there will be a on gallon per minute restrictor installed.  Darryl agreed to all of the councils suggestions.  Mayor Neil Rich put the issue of water to the Gas companies shop for a vote to the council.  Shirley Benes and Steve Ehlert voted yes, Travis Willson voted no, and Terry Econom was not present to vote.  With a 2-1 vote from the council, the gas company will receive water for their new shop.  The mayor Neil Rich instructed Kristin Carlstrom to contact The Towns attorney Kris Birdwell to have a contract drawn up for the agreement.  Kristin told Darryl that is may take a couple days but that she would contact him as soon as she had the agreement complete. 
The Following New business was discussed: 

The money for the HB 645 was received.  Kristin Carlstrom received 90% of the money from the grant which will pay for the engineering that was completed at the beginning of the sidewalk project, and also to pay for the materials and installation of the fence that is required to be built around the water tower.  
Shirley Benes brought up to the council the matter of the phone for the pool.   In her research she has been informed that a cell phone is not acceptable by the health department and neither is a portable phone.   The Winifred Endowment gave a grant to the Pool for $1000 to be used towards benches and the phone.  Shirley will contact triangle and have them begin the process of the line installation.  Triangle would like to begin that part of the work next week and then complete installation in the spring.  The total cost of the phone installation will be $1516.38.  

There being no further new business and no further citizen comment, Travis Willson moved to adjourn the regular meeting and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The regular meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
