



The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on November 11, 2008.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Councilpersons Shirley Benes, Steve Ehlert, Travis Willson, Terry Econom and Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present.   No guests were present 
Minutes from the October 14, 2008 meeting was read.  Shirley Benes moved to approve the minutes and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented.  Travis Willson moved to pay the bills and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Terry Econom moved to accept the monthly reports and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  
The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $628.99 in interest.  The August average investment rate was 2.76%.  Our total investment amount is $285,871.77.  The remaining 3,000 AAON shares have a receipt value of $59,790.  AAon stock value as of November 11, 2008 was $19.35

Kristin sent the signed contract to Tom Abbey with Stronghold Solutions for completion of the Community Center floor.  She spoke with Tom on November 10th about a schedule for completion and Tom is looking at the first week in December.   

Shirley Benes and Kristin Carlstrom presented a first draft of the hall rental agreement.  They plan to have a finished agreement to present at the next council meeting for approval.  


Lester Slivka e-mailed Kristin the Rural Fire Departments draft of the Mutual Aid agreement.  The Rural and Town fire department have a joint meeting on Thursday November 13th and will work on finalizing the agreement. 

Kristin will contact Beth Bergum regarding obtaining a copy of the bill for the City Fire Truck repairs and get a check wrote out to cover the Cities half of the expense.  

The repairs from the hail storm of 2007 have been nearly completed.  Kristin spoke with Tom Philp and he stated that all repairs were completed with exception of the City storage shed’s roof.  Tom said the shingles are still in good shape and do not need replaced at this time but the front door does.  He will complete that task and finish cleaning up the old siding at the Pool and then all repairs will be complete. 
Kristin spoke with Kathy and Snowy Mountain Development regarding funding available for the curb and gutter project.  Kristin will get estimated costs and how many blocks are to be completed together to present to the County Commissioners for a public hearing.   

The TSEP contract will not need to be extended because all of the preliminary funds have been dispersed.  However the Montana Department of Commerce has completed its scoring and ranking of the applications submitted to TSEP for construction grants to be awarded by the 2009 Legislature.  The Town of Winifred has ranked well and is waiting approval and completion of the project reports.  


Travis Willson greased the Flag Pole at the Community Center.  The flag pulley system is now working properly. Travis also replaced the flood lights that light the Flag after dark. 

The following new business was discussed:


The status of our engineers for the Town of Winifred’s Sewer project was discussed.  Kristin will contact Joe Murphy with Big Sky Civil & Environmental Inc.  to come and speak with the council at a special meeting to discuss changing engineering firms for the Sewer project. 

The remaining 3000 shares of AAON stock will be sold for the completion of the Community Center floor and the replacement of 73 trees and bi-annual upkeep on all the trees.


Jack Carlstrom submitted an Application for Water Sewer hook-up for a new home located in Winifred.  The application was approved. 

There being no further new business, Steve Ehlert moved to adjourn the meeting and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 9:45p.m.
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
