
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on December 9, 2008.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Councilpersons Shirley Benes, Steve Ehlert, Travis Willson, Terry Econom and Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present.   No guests were present 
Minutes from the November 11, 2008 and November 25, 2008 meetings was read.  Steve Ehlert moved to approve the minutes and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented.  Shirley Benes moved to pay the bills and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Terry Econom moved to accept the monthly reports and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  
The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $555.42 in interest.  The November average investment rate was 2..507%.  Our total investment amount is $286427.19.  The remaining 3,000 AAON shares were sold on December 4, 2008 for a total value of $53,292.26.

Kristin presented the council with the Hall Rental Agreement and cleaning procedures.  Shirley Benes moved to accept the new rental agreement, Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.    

Kristin sent the revised Mutual Aid agreement to Lester Slivka on November 12th. She will contact Lester to be sure it has been approved.


 The status of the Engineers for the next phase of the sewer project was discussed.  Steve Ehlert made a motion to advertise to obtain an Engineering Firm for the next phase for the sewer project.  Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 

Shelley Brown is unavailable this year to complete the large Christmas wreath for the Community Centers decoration.  Kristin contacted Sandy Udelhoven and she has made three wreaths for the Community center.  Two lighted Wreaths will be placed outside on the building and one lighted wreath will be hung in side on the door to the hall. 

Kristin obtained the two bids that have been presented to the town for the curb and gutter and put together the presentation to take to the Commissioners Meeting.  The commissioner meeting was changed to Wednesday December 10, 2008 at 1:00p.m.  Kathie Bailey with SMDC will attend to represent the Town since the schedule change was such short notice.  
The following new business was discussed:


The second coat of flooring for the Hall was applied and completed Tuesday December 9, 2008.  The council again discussed looking in to the purchase of a floor scrubber.  Neil has spoken with Roger Thompson and he will get us some companies numbers that sell the scubbers.



The use of the Ambulance/Fire Hall was discussed.  Neil will contact Trevis Butcher and talk with him the possibilities of the Rural Fire Department utilizing the old city hall/ fire hall for them to store some of their trucks and equipment. This will be discussed and finalized at the next council meeting in January. 


The sale of the old Winifred Fire Truck was discussed.  Travis will have some pictures taken and will pursue the advertisement and sale of this truck. 


Shirley Benes mentioned the piano that is located the Closet in the Hall and that is not able to be moved across the new floor without causing damages.  She has spoken with Kim Demars about him making a set of Piano movers and he said he would be able to do that for about $75.  Steve Ehlert made a motion to accept the purchase of the piano movers, Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed


There being no further new business, Travis Willson moved to adjourn the meeting and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 9:25p.m.
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
