Town Council Meeting 
7:30 p.m. at Community Center
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on February 8, 2010.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Council Person Steve Ehlert, Council Person Shirley Benes, Council Person Terry Econom, Council Person Travis Willson, and Town Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present.   There were no guests present. 
Minutes from the January 12, 2010 meeting was read.  Travis Willson moved to approve the minutes and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Minutes from the Museum meeting of November 3, 2009 were read.  Travis Willson moved to approve the minutes and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 

The monthly bills were presented. Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 
Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Steve Ehlert moved to accept the monthly reports and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  

The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $73.83 in interest.  The January average interest rate was .238%.  Our total investment amount is $379,101.36. 

The Following New business was discussed: 

Kirstin Carlstrom discussed with the Council that a new appropriations application deadline is March 1st.  She asked if the Council would be interested in applying for the grant monies for the next phase in the sewer project.  Kristin also stated that the Town was successful in grant money in the last appropriations application but that the Town was already fully funded for the first phase the money was not used.  It would possible be in the Towns best interest to apply for thee funds again this time for phase two of the project.  The Town has tabled any further plans on the sewer project until this spring when the contractor will return to install the flow meter and complete the 1st phase of the project, but agreed that completing the appropriation application was a good idea.   The council will also invite Joe Murphy with Big Sky Civil and Environmental to the March council meeting to discuss exploring a PER for a water storage tank project.  Kristin will contact Joe Murphy and have him begin the appropriation applications and also invite him to the March Council meeting.  
Other new business was discussed: 

Travis Willson mentioned to the council that Becky Willson would like to resign as pool manager.  She would still be interested in teaching swim lessons but would like to be relieved of the additional duties.  Kristin Carlstrom will talk with Becky Willson and prepare to advertise the position this spring.  


There being no further new business and no further citizen comment, Terry Econom  moved to adjourn the regular meeting and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The regular meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
