Minutes
March 10, 2009
Town Council Meeting

7:30 p.m. at Community Center
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on March 10, 2009.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Council Person Travis Willson, Council Person Steve Ehlert, Council Person Shirley Benes, and Town Clerk Kristin Carlstrom were present. Guests present were Joe Murphy and Mark Leo with Big Sky Civil and Environmental; also present via phone was Annemarie Robinson.  Council Person terry Econom was absent. 
Minutes from the February 10, 2009 meeting was read Travis Willson moved to approve the minutes and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented. Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills and 
Shirley Benes
 seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Travis Wilson 
 moved to accept the monthly reports and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  

The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $292.40
 in interest.  The February average investment rate was 1.24%.  Our total investment amount is $320556.77

The additional change to the mutual aid between the Town of Winifred and The Rural Fire Department was reviewed by the council.  Kristin will present the agreement to the Rural Fire Department for their approval.  Kristin had City attorney Kris Birdwell draw up a lease agreement between the Rural Fire Department and The Town of Winifred for the lease of the old city hall building.  This has been tabled until further notice. 

Steve Lalum was unable to attend the meeting to discuss a floor scrubber for the community center.  The issue of a floor scrubber has been tabled until Steve is able to meet with council. 

Last month Kathy Bailey with Snowy Mountain Development attended the Commissioners meeting on behalf of the Town of Winifred regarding the Curb and Gutter project.  The Commissioners extended the issue until their March 18th meeting to allow the public more time to present all possible projects for grant consideration.  Mayor Neil Rich will be attending the March 18th meeting to represent the Town of Winifred. 

The Lead lawn mowing position for the summer will be posted and the Town will be accepting letters of interest until April 10th. The letters will be then presented at the next council meeting on April 14th for interview selection.  
Big Sky Civil and Environmental attended the meeting and Annemarie Robinson; our grant administrator joined us via phone conference.  Annemarie discussed with the council the two additional grant agencies that we needed to chose from to apply with for additional funding for the sewer project.  The council decided to apply with the SRF program, which means that to qualify for the additional stimulus money we will need to step up the start date of the project and get started right away so as to have the bid awarded to a contractor prior the October 2009.  Kristin will send Engineering Agreement to City Attorney Kris Birdwell for approval right away. 

There being no further new business, Steve Ehlert moved to adjourn the meeting and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 9:40 p.m.
