
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on April 8, 2008.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Councilpersons Steve Ehlert, Terry Econom and Travis Willson, and Clerk Twila Lunde were present.   Councilperson Shirley Benes was absent.  No guests were present.
Minutes from the March 11 and March 24, 2008 meetings were read.  Travis Willson moved to approve the minutes and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

The monthly bills were presented.  Travis Willson moved to pay the bills and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Steve Ehlert moved to accept the monthly reports and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Correspondence was read.  The completed FY07 Audit was reviewed.  A summary of audit findings will be posted in the Lewistown News Argus.
The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $993.20 in interest.  The March average investment rate was 3.13%.  Our total investment amount is $381,662.99.  


The Uniform Application Form for the sewer project was reviewed.  A Violation Letter was received from DEQ citing permit violations.  The Final Preliminary Engineering Report (PER) is completed.  Letters from business owners in support of the sewer project are being gathered.  

Stronghold Surface Solutions has begun fixing the downstairs floor in the community center.  Many of the tiles were able to be salvaged.  Stronghold has taken the tiles back to Billings to clean/grind the back of the tiles so they can be reused and hopefully have salvage value return for Norman Asbjornson.

The street work proposal is tabled indefinitely until Thomas, Dean & Hoskins can visit with Norman Asbjornson about re-negotiating the street work costs.  

Philp Construction is to be resubmitting “like kind in quality” hail damage bids.  This issue is tabled until bids are submitted.

A letter was received from DNRC regarding reinstating our water rights.  A Project Completion Notice needs to be completed plus pay the reinstatement fee of $200.  Proof needs to be found that the back-up well was dug before the end of 2000.

The issue of hall rental for the exercise class is no longer necessary.

Terry Econom moved to rent a dumpster for two weeks for Town Clean-Up from May 22 to June 5 and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Posters prompting town clean-up for the All School Reunion will be posted.
The following new business was discussed:


Steve Ehlert moved to approve 2008 Gas Tax certification and map and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  


Approval was granted for Twila to attend Municipal Clerks School in Billings May 4-9th.
Registration cost is $390.

Steve Ehlert moved to accept Resolution #2-2008 authorizing submission of TSEP application and Travis Willson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Resolution signed.

It was agreed to advertise for two positions for summer help for park improvement work and mowing.  Help wanted posters will be posted with the deadline of May 8th.

In light of only one existing water/sewer hook-up at 101 2nd Avenue South, Travis Willson moved to approve only one water/sewer bill being sent to the Winifred Apartments.  Kut N’ Hut will no longer receive a bill.  Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Terry Econom abstained from voting.  Motion passed.


It was agreed a periodic inspection of the water pipeline coming into town from the municipal well will be conducted by Travis Willson and Terry Econom.


Spraying for mosquitoes over the All School Reunion will be looked into as well.


No citizen comments were received.


There being no further new business, Terry Econom moved to adjourn the meeting and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
