
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on July 8, 2008.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Councilpersons Shirley Benes, Steve Ehlert, Travis Willson and Terry Econom, and Clerk Twila Lunde were present.   Melissa Hickey was present as a guest.
Minutes from the June 10, 2008 meeting was read.  Steve Ehlert moved to approve the minutes and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented.  Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills with partial payment to Smith Construction and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Steve Ehlert moved to accept the monthly reports and TravisWillson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  
The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $509.99 in interest.  The June average investment rate was 2.5%.  Our total investment amount is $233,672.95.   The 2,000 shares of AAON stock sold June 26, 2008 for $37,780.90.  The remaining 8,000 shares have a receipt value of $159,440.  


The engineer status on the sewer project has been tabled.  

Tom Abbey with Stronghold will apply a second epoxy layer to the downstairs community center floor in August.  Mayor Rich research a walk-behind scrubber.  

Payment has been received for the hail damage.  It is tabled until Philp Construction completes the work.

Council is awaiting word from DNRC regarding reinstatement of water rights.  

The Mutual Aid Agreement will be reviewed by city attorney Kris Birdwell.

The following new business was discussed:


Travis Willson moved to accept Twila and Craig Lunde’s letters of resignation.  Council will post for a new clerk with negotiable salary and closing date of July 19th.  Council meeting will be held July 21st to discuss clerk applicants.  The mower position will not be filled until next summer.  Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Preliminary budget was discussed. 

Mayor Rich agreed to look into obtaining “Slow down Children at Play“ signs for the pool/park area.


The issue of selling more AAON stock will be discussed at the July 21st meeting.


Melissa Hickey was present to discuss becoming Museum Curator.  The curator position and wage increase needs to be addressed by the Museum Board.  No other citizen comments were received.


There being no further new business, Travis Willson moved to adjourn the meeting and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 9:40 p.m.
