Tom Abbey with Stronghold is still to come apply a second epoxy layer to the downstairs community center floor.  Mayor Rich will be talking with a company about the floor scrubber.  The representatives of the company will be out to the school after the school year begins.  

The hail damage repairs are expected to begin in September when the contractor will be available.

Our Water rights are to be mailed out this coming Friday August 15, 2008.  

The Mutual Aid Agreement has been reviewed by city attorney Kris Birdwell, and has now been faxed to the insurance company for review and suggestions.
