COMMUNICATIONS AND PETITIONS:

 OLD BUSINESS:

ELIGIBILITY POLICY:

Superintendent Sturm handed out the Eligibility Rules Policy. The board discussed the policy. An addition to the policy was to include that a student with a 72% or below be notified with written notification. The first reading will be at the next meeting with the change included.

NEW BUSINESS

STUDENT COUNCIL CONVENTION REPORT:

Student Council Representative Shelby Smith thanked the board for sending the Student Council to the State convention in Belgrade. She reported it was lots of fun. They attended leadership workshops and of course, the highlight was the dance. 

TEACHERS AIDE POSITION HIRE:

Laurie moved to approve Mandy Jones as the new teachers aide. Bob seconded and they all voted aye.

ASSISTANT BOYS BASKETBALL COACH HIRE:

Pat moved to hire Jim Foran as the Assistant Boys Basketball coach. Bob seconded and they all voted aye.

ATHLETIC CO-OP COMMITTEE:

Superintendent Sturm suggested having a committee to discuss the girls basketball co-op. He handed out another schools co-op agreement to glance at for ideas. The board would like to see both athletic directors from Winifred and the superintendent on that committee for now. They will readdress the committee in January.

FOOTBALL/VOLLEYBALL CO-OP:

Bob moved that starting the 2009-2010 school year, Winifred School will co-op football and volleyball with the Roy school. Laurie seconded and they all voted aye. Superintendent Sturm reported that he talked to the boys at Roy and that four have committed to playing football next year. There is still controversy on whether the team should be eight-man or six-man next year. They concluded that the athletic directors would call all parents involved and have a survey. If this survey shows more interest in six-man versus eight-men the board will have a special meeting to make that change.

HEALTH INSURANCE:

Superintendent Strum presented that the MUST & Blue Cross Blue Shield (MSHWP) merger has folded. MUST and MSHWP have both scheduled to come and meet with the employees. They are both vying for Winifred’s business.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:

*Superintendent Sturm is still looking into purchasing the Infinite Campus software program. The training costs we are hoping to share with other schools that are planning to purchase the program too.

*He reported that the volleyball tournament is in Harlowton and the Winifred girls play at 11:30 on Thursday. He is possibly looking at dismissing school on Friday.

* The cruiser is still down in Billings being worked on.

*The inventory was completed today.

FINAL COMMENTS AND REPORTS:

Technology Coordinator Jamie Wickens reported the quotations she received on the computer replacements. She stated that with each new computer, Microsoft Office will have to be purchased to download on the new computers and the computers we are keeping she would like Microsoft Office updated on them. The computer replacement will roughly be around $42,000.00. She also noted that one of the servers is old and needs replaced along with the computer replacements. She has not received a quote for it.
