NEW BUSINESS

STUDENT COUNCIL CONVENTION:

Student Council President Dillon Udelhoven and Vice President Kenny Wichman reported to the board that there are four Jr. High Students and advisor Pam Koterba that are going to the Student Council Convention in Belgrade October 20-22. The cost is $50.00 per person and they will be housed in homes at Belgrade. Pat moved to approve this trip. Gordon seconded and they all voted aye. 

BUS DRIVER LYNN SMITH:

The meeting was closed at 7:45 by MCA 2-3-203. The meeting was opened at 7:58.

TEACHERS AIDE RESIGNATION:

Pat moved to accept the resignation of teachers aide Jan Ripper. Bob seconded and they all voted aye.

TEACHERS AIDE POSITION:

There are currently six applicants for the teachers aide position. The board discussed the position and the necessity of it at this time in the school year. Consensus was to not terminate in midstream for it is already budgeted for. The board closed the meeting at 8:26 by MCA 2-3-203. The meeting was opened at 8:40. Gordon moved to have Superintendent Sturm and a grade school teacher interview Mandy Jones and Cyndi DeMars for the aide position. Robert seconded and they all voted aye.

ELIGIBILITY POLICY:

The board discussed the current policy. They would like to see a policy that stated a student would have to have a C average and no F’s to be eligible to compete in extra –curricular events. They will look at a modify version of the policy at the November meeting.

SIX MAN FOOTBALL:

The discussion was on whether Winifred should stay with the current eight-man football program or change to a six-man football program for the 2009-2010 school year. Coach Udelhoven was present and spoke about each program. He said after meeting with the players their consensus was to stay eight-man. There is a possibility that next year there would be a co-op with Roy in this program. The board left the program as is with eight-man football.

HIGH SCHOOL GIRLS BASKETBALL CO-OP 2008:

Superintendent Sturm reported that Roy will not have enough girls to field a basketball team for the 2008-2009 school year. An emergency co-op can be made if it is completed by the first day of practice. After discussion of this Gordon moved to co-op with Roy’s girls basketball program with specifics to be worked out later for a three year contract starting 2008-2009 school year and pending Roy School’s acceptance. Bob seconded and they all voted aye.

DISTRICT SPORTS REALIGNMENT:

Athletic Director Marietta Boyce reported on the realignment of the district and or divisional basketball for the 2009-2010 school year. Currently there are two proposals out there; one moving 7C to the southern division and the other leaving 7C together but splitting the 9C up in the northern division. The board discussed the pros and cons of both and then told Marietta Boyce to take care of the voting. 

TUITION:
Clerk Ann Econom reported that there is state tuition available to the school because of the state placed foster care students that have been placed in our school district. Pat moved to accept the tuition for three students that have been placed in our district by the state. Laurie seconded and they all voted aye.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:

* He met Norman Asbjorson. Mr. Asbjorson is interested in building a house for the school. He also has several scholarships available for Winifred graduates and he is interested in the distance-learning program for the school.
