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Central Montana Foundation major grants
distribute $110,000 to community projects!

Members of the Central Montana
Foundation Board of Directors had
their work cut out for them as they
considered the 2008 major grant appli-
cations at the annual meeting.

The requests totaled $249,648,
while only $110,000 was available
from the Mildred Bryte Endowment.
Foundation President Mike Zacher
told the crowd attending the annual
meeting May 27 that 60 percent of the
Bryte Endowment funds major grants
(those $5,000 and above) are awarde(
once each year, while 40 percent of
the interest earnings fund smaller re-j
quests throughout the year.

Mildred was a longime Central
Montana resident who died May 29,
1997. She left th l.i.Qno
estate to the Foundation, and Since%onstr‘u&lgn
1998, interest from the endowment has
funded hundreds of projects that im-
prove the quality of life in Central
Montana.
