APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Pat moved to accept the August 11 regular minutes. Gordon seconded and they all voted aye.

 OLD BUSINESS:

BUDGET:

Clerk Econom explained the change in the general budget do to the excess reserves and personal property taxes that were not collected until the end of July. Therefore, Gordon moved to change the general budget to $935,149.63 for the 2008-2009 school year. Bob seconded and they all voted aye.

NEW BUSINESS

BOB FEIST:

Bob Feist from the Tobacco Use Prevention Office gave a presentation. He explained that there is grant money available to the schools to use for addressing tobacco prevention. 

BLEACHER BIDS:

There was one bid for the bleachers. The bid was for $750.00 by Tom Jacques. Gordon moved to accept the bid and Laurie seconded. They all voted aye.

AUDITOR CONTRACT:

Laurie moved to accept the Strom and Associates contract for the 2007-2008, 2008-2009, and 2009-2010 fiscal year audits for $3700.00 per each year. Gordon seconded and they all voted aye.

WINIFRED ASBJORNSON RURAL EDUCATION FUND:

The board discussed the education fund. The Norm Asbjornson gift agreement amendment was handed out to the board. Gordon moved to adopt the current agreement with two changes 1.  Only junior and senior students of the current school year are able to take the online courses and 2. A failure to complete the course with a passing grade requires a full reimbursement to the fund for that course failed. Laurie seconded and they all voted aye.

Gordon moved that adults interested in taking online courses have to reside in the school district or have students who are currently attending the school to be eligible to apply for the Norm Asbjorson Rural Education Fund. All applicants students and adults must be approved by the Winifred school board. Laurie seconded and they all voted aye.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:

*Infinite campus is a program he is strongly leaning toward using in the school. This program records attendance, grades, transcripts and many other reports. The state of Montana Office of Public Instruction uses these records for many of their reports. Parents can access their child’s grades and monitor grades in this program with the use of the Internet.  He will present the board a bid in the upcoming meeting. The training is the most expense part of the program and other schools that have already received the training might be willing to share the training.

*The Extra-Curricular Activity funds have a total of $31,000.00 and receiving current interest of .05 percent. He has taken out $22,000.00 and put it in a 6 month CD with an interest of 2.1 percent.

* He has found information about the CEU credits in the outdated collective bargain agreement. Currently the agreement has an allotment of $500.00 for the whole staff in helping them achieve credits. He would like to use Title funding to help staff go to course work. He would propose that if a teacher uses Title funding to pay for their credits then the teacher only receives ½ of the credits to move over. If the teacher pays for the full credit by himself or herself, they can use the full credit amount to move over on the pay scale. 

*He asked the board about the Gideon’s passing out new testaments and bibles on the school property or doing it while standing by the school property. The board was not at all interested in either happening. 

*Superintendent Sturm has updated some of the elementary desks with desks he acquired from the Wolf Point School.

FINAL COMMENTS AND REPORTS:

There has been a request to have in-service training for teachers and staff that are working with students that have IEPs.

Clerk Econom asked that all board members interested in attending MCEL should let her know so she can register them.

Bob moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:50. Gordon seconded and they all voted aye.
