
The regular meeting of the Winifred Town Council was called to order by Mayor Neil Rich on June 10, 2008.  Roll Call was called.  Mayor Neil Rich, Councilpersons Shirley Benes, Steve Ehlert, Travis Willson and Terry Econom, and Clerk Twila Lunde were present.   Crystal Morgan, Ralph McGillivray, and Jake Neil with NCI Engineering were present as guests.
Minutes from the May 12, 2008 meeting was read.  Steve Ehlert moved to approve the minutes and Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

The monthly bills were presented.  Steve Ehlert moved to pay the bills and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Financial reports for the Library, Museum, Airport, and Asbjornson Trust were reviewed.  Shirley Benes moved to accept the monthly reports and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Correspondence was read.  
The following old business was discussed:


Our STIP investment earned $687.30 in interest.  The May average investment rate was 2.84%.  Our total investment amount is $303,162.96.   The 10,000 shares of AAON stock received on May 16th are valued at $199,300.  Steve Ehlert moved to sell 2,000 shares of the AAON stock and Terry Econom seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

NCI Engineering stated Dustin Nett is no longer with their firm.  Crystal Morgan will now be the lead engineer on our project.  All grant applications have been sent to the various agencies.

Tom Abbey with Stronghold will apply a second epoxy layer to the downstairs community center floor in August.  Mayor Rich will research a walk-behind scrubber.  

Revised hail bids were resubmitted to MMIA.  Shirley Benes moved to accept the Sworn Statement in Proof of Loss and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Statement signed by Mayor Rich.  

Council is awaiting word from DNRC regarding reinstatement of water rights.  

Efforts to find a reasonably priced licensed sprayer for mosquitoes prior to the All School Reunion have failed.  

A new riding lawn mower has been purchased.  It will be paid for in the new fiscal year.
The following new business was discussed:


A discussion was had on a Mutual Aid Agreement between the Rural Fire Department and City Fire Department.  The agreement signed in 2006 will be reviewed for any necessary updates.


Steve Ehlert moved to accept Resolution #4-2008 approving increasing Asbjornson Trust Fund by $199,300 due to the unanticipated receipt of 10,000 shares of AAON stock.  Shirley Benes seconded the motion.  Motion passed. Resolution signed.

New park and ballpark vaulted bathrooms will be cleaned out in September.  The old bathrooms will be removed at a later date.  


The 2007 Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) for the Town’s drinking water was reviewed and approved.  Public notice will be posted that the CCR is available for public viewing.


No citizen comments were received.


There being no further new business, Terry Econom moved to adjourn the meeting and Steve Ehlert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 9:50 p.m.
